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How to Save & Print the Program Results 
 
Assume your program runs OK, and the console window shows the correct results as the 
example showing below: 
 

 
 

 
Two ways to save & print the results: 
 

Method 1.  Use Screen Shots 
 
You will get a screenshot of a window in Microsoft Windows system using Alt+Print 
Screen Keys. The result will be saved in an image file. 
 
Step1. When the console window shows, hit the "Alt"  and "Prt Scr"(or "Print 
Screen") buttons together on your keyboard. Key positions shown in the following 
picture: 
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Step2. Open an image editor. For example, open the Paint in Windows by clicking on 
“Start”, then “All Programs”, and select “Accessories” from the menu, and then select 
“Paint”. 
 

 
 

 
Then, the Paint opens as: 
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Step3. Click on “Edit” from the menu bar, select “Paste”. 
 

 
 
Then, the image will be pasted as: 
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Step4. Click on “File” from the menu bar, select “Save As…”, then save the image file to 
proper directory. You can also use “Print…” to print the result. 
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Method 2.  Use the console window commands. 
 
The result will be saved in a text file. 
 
 
Step1. Click on “C:\” from the console window, select “Edit” from the pull down menu, 
and then select “Select All”. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
Then, the window looks as below: 
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Step2. Click on “C:\” from the console window again, select “Edit” from the pull down 
menu, and then select “Copy”. (Or just click “Enter” in this step.) 
 
 
 

 
 

 
Then, the window looks as normal: 
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Step3. Open a text file. For example, just use “Dev C++” to save text file by clicking on 
“File” from the menu bar, selecting “New” from the pull down menu, and then selecting 
“Source File”.  
 

 
 
 
Then, a new file opens as following: 
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Step4. Click on “Edit” from the menu bar, select “Paste” from the pull down menu. 
 

 
 
 
Then, the contents of the result will be pasted to the “Untitled1” file. 
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Step5. Click on “File” from the menu bar, selecting “Save As…” from the pull down 
menu. You can also use “Print” to print the result. 
 

 
 

 
Then, type in the file name as you want, and save it in the same directory as your source 
file.
