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HCI evaluation of a software application
Chose a software application that interests you (or you are familiar with). You can choose anything reasonably complex, from a text editor to a spreadsheet, through a computer game, smartphone application, or web site.

Briefly describe your chosen software application, and include 3 to 6 snapshots that illustrate its functionality. Provide captions to these snapshots and explain what they show.  

Then, evaluate your chosen software application with respect to each of the 5 interface design aspects indicated in Chapter 5 of the textbook: 

· Words, icons, and graphics

· Screen layout
· Input-output devices

· Action sequences

· Training support (online help, tutorials, etc.)

For each of the above 5 categories, indicate positive aspects as well as limitations/issues (if any), and provide a brief personal assessment. Use a ranking system for each category, for instance between 1 (worst) and 5 (best) stars, possibly using half stars if needed. 
The total size of your write up should be between 500 and 1000 words.
