· Team members’ names and affiliation (“Department of Computer Science and Engineering, University of Nevada, Reno” or “CSE Department, UNR”)

· Instructor’s name and affiliation

· External advisor(s)’ names and their affiliation(s)
· Poster body: 

· Project abstract (between 80 and 160 words)

· Project description: concise presentation of the project’s main goals, features, and architecture. This part should be structured in several sections of your choice. You can use text and diagrams from your project’s specification and design parts and I strongly recommend inclusion of at least one snapshot of your program’s user interface. 

· Future work: at least three directions of further development

· Conclusions (between 80 and 160 words)

· [Optional] Acknowledgments

· [Optional] Main references

· Poster footer:
