For the Senior Projects Workshop that will be held on Friday, May 1, 2009 you have to prepare a video presenting your project. You can use screen capturing, camera video taping, or a combination of both. The video should be between 4 and 7 minutes long and at least for the moment it should be posted at youtube.com (later we might post the videos in different venues, e.g., the CSE Department’s website).  

The video should include audio, i.e. your commentary and sound. Make sure that you use legally all the audio, video and text resources used din your project’s video presentation. For help and/or more information, please contact Ms. Alina Solovyova-Vincent or Mr. Daniel Fergus in the UNR Dynamic Media Lab (see Lecture 11 of February 24, 2009).  

In the video you should specify this is a CS/CPE 426 Senior Project, developed in 2008/2009 in the Department of Computer Science and Engineering, University of Nevada, Reno. The title of the project and the names of the team members should also be included. Wherever applicable, check with your industry advisors whether it is OK to have mentions about them in the videos posted at youtube.   

How you structure the video is up to you, but normally the main functions and/or features of your project should be described. You can present material regarding project background or related work but make sure that you do not infringe on somebody else’s intellectual property rights.
