For this assignment you have to survey your allocated geographical area and identify 3 prominent centers in Software Engineering research as well as several additional significant SE centers. 

For each prominent (major) center you should write a summary of between 250 and 350 words that concisely describes the center, its profile (e.g., best known for ...), main projects (with some details), and principal groups and/or researchers (with some details). You can include in the summary images, figures, and tables found in your survey (with proper referencing).  

The additional centers in the same geographical area, grouped under the header “Other Centers” should be surveyed in a similar, but much more concise manner.  You can use anywhere between 300 and 2,000 words for this component of the assignment. 
The summaries will be included in Chapter 3 of our SE Handbook, “Centers of Excellence in Software Engineering: Major Departments and Laboratories”. Thus, in your summaries you should follow strictly the following structure:

<page setup: size A4, margins 1” top, bottom, right and 1.25” left>

Geographical Area <TimesNewRoman, bold, 16 points, centered>

Name of Major Center / “Other Centers” <TimesNewRoman, bold, 12 points, centered>



Main URL/<nothing for Other Centers> <TimesNewRoman, bold, 11 points, centered>

Text of the summary <TimesNewRoman, regular, 10 points, full justified, single spaced>
The paragraphs should be written using the “block” style – i.e., the one used for the first four paragraphs above (no initial indentation, one blank line separation between paragraphs). 
Your name in the format [First name, last name] 

<TimesNewRoman, italics, 10 points,  right justified>

Also, you need to  provide the following additional material related to the summaries:

1. Complete references for websites surveyed and articles consulted (and referenced), in the format indicated by the instructor, as well for the sources you use in section 3 below. 

2. A list of abbreviations (if applicable), as a list of pairs:

Abbreviation – full text corresponding to the abbreviation <TimesNewRoman, regular, 10 points, left justified)

3. Proposed entries for the glossary of terms (between 2 and 5), as a list of 3-item tuples:

Term – description – source of description/reference <TimesNewRoman, regular, 10 points, left justified)

4. A list of names, for the Handbook’s Name Index.

First name, last name – annotation (your comment on what context this name is given) <TimesNewRoman, regular, 10 points, left justified)

5. Proposed entries for the Handbook’s Subject Index (between 3 and 7):

Subject  (e.g., “software reuse”, “black box testing”, “requirements elicitation”) <TimesNewRoman, regular, 10 points, left justified)
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
