1.
You require a program that prompts the user for the average number of miles he drives every day and the miles/gallon ratio of his car. Assuming that the average price of gas is $3.85 a gallon, the program should display the weekly cost of gas for the car.
A. Write a defining diagram and pseudocode for this problem using just one function: main

B. Write pseudocode for this problem using 2 functions: main and Weekly_Cost (calculates and returns the weekly cost of gas to main).  Main should prompt for information, call Weekly_Cost and then display the returned result to the screen.

C. Write a C++ program implementing your design from part B.

2. Try to program solutions to programming problems 2.3, 2.5, 2.8, 2.9 – at the end of Chapter 2.  They don’t ask you to use multiple functions – Try to think of where you could use functions to do some of the processing for you and implement the code with multiple functions if you can.
